     El enfoque de la parábola es que nos queda poco 

tiempo.   La hora de la gracia es ahora, y no debemos 

presumir que nos queda mucho tiempo.  San Pablo lo 

enfatiza cuando escribe que  “..él que piensa que esta 

parado bien seguro que se cuide de no caer.” 

      La llamada al arrepentimiento es el mensaje básico 

de Jesús;   y el mensaje no ha cambiado.  Muchos lo 

han escuchado; no todos han 

respondido.  ¿Nos distraemos con 

mirar las vidas de otros, y no 

atendiendo a lo que necesita ocurrir en 

la nuestra?  Que esta Cuaresma nos 

ayude a reflexionar en como Dios nos 

está llamando cambiar y vivir más en 

la gracia de El.

      “Mind your own business.”   Is this maybe what 

Jesus is telling us today in our Gospel reading?  

Don’t be nosy …..look to your own affairs and not to 

the concerns of others.   The tragedy in Haiti might 

be an example, some attributing their plight to their 

sin; sound maybe like the slaughter of some Gali-

leans? ..or those ended up under the tower of Siloam? 

      The Book of Deuteronomy says that the good prosper 

and the wicked are  

punished ……so, if something awful  

happens, the victims must have done  

something to deserve it.   Jesus takes a different approach.  

He tells us that we should look to our own lives and see 

what is going on there.   What kind of fruit are our lives 

bearing?   

       The point of the parable seems to be that time is  

running out.  The hour of grace is now, and we ought not 

assume that there’s a lot of time left.  St. Paul underlines 

this when he writes that “whoever thinks he is standing 

secure should take care not to fall.”  

     The call to repentance is the basic message of Jesus; 

the message has not changed.  Many have heard it; not all 

have responded.  Do we  distract ourselves 

with how  

others are living their lives, and not attending 

to what needs to be done in our lives?  May 

this Lenten season help us to reflect on how 

God is calling us to change and live in His 

grace more fully.
