“Making Choices” 
        òThe choices that we make define us far more than 
our abilities.ó   Who said that?   Well, it was Old Dum-
bledore, the headmaster of Hogwarts; and he said it to 
Harry Potter.  Choice is at the heart of Jesusõ words in 
todayõs Gospel.  Jesus present three choices that define 
a disciple: 
1)   Putting Jesus first éabove all other persons, plans, and 
possessions.  A disciple is to choose Jesus before family, 
friends, even oneõs own life.  It is the choice to faithfully live 
out a commitment to Jesus in all the circumstances of our 
life. 
2)   Carrying oneõs cross and following Jesus.  And this in-
volves a realistic appraisal of the resources we have at our 
disposal, just like the builder and the king in the todayõs two 
parables.  Count the cost before committing. 
3)   Renouncing all possessions.  Allowing no thing, just as 
there is to be no person, to take the place in our hearts that 
belongs to Christ. 
      Which of these three has been the most demanding in 
your own response as a disciple of Jesus Christ?    We do 
need to pray for the strength to commit ourselves fully to the 
Lord. Discipleship is not a part-time activity.  To be like the 
first disciples, we must be willing to abandon our boats in 
the harbor.   Discipleship is a love story.
